The Community Foundation strives to enhance the quality of life in the New River Valley by 
administering endowed funds established by donors and making grants from those funds. The 
foundation is also becoming increasingly active in developing scholarship funds to support New 
River Valley applicants interested in attending an accredited two- or four-year college, university 
or post high school vocational institution. Generous donors have established scholarship funds 
with the foundation over the last several years. Details about each of these scholarships are 
included in this booklet along with a general application and recommendation form. 
 
The Community Foundation encourages applicants with diverse backgrounds at all levels 
of academic achievement to apply. Nontraditional applicants are strongly encouraged to 
apply including:  

·  Those who have attended alternative education programs 
·  Those who have earned a GED 
·  Adults interested in returning to school after time spent in the workforce 
·  Home-schooled students  

 
Interested applicants should review the eligibility requirements for each of the scholarships and 
carefully follow the application procedure. For more information, contact your high school

The Community Foundation will publicize all scholarship awards through regional newspapers, 
radio, television, the Community Foundation web site and newsletter and at Community 
Foundation events such as its Annual Meeting. 

 
Finally, members of the Community Foundation Scholarship Committee are available to answer 
questions and offer guidance to all scholarship recipients throughout their academic careers.

How to Apply for a Scholarship 
 

STEP 1 
Complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).  
 
All students applying for federal or state financial aid, and/or for private aid such as the 
Community Foundations’ scholarships listed here, must complete the Free Application for 
Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). Complete instructions on how to complete the FAFSA and the 
documents required are available online at www.fafsa.ed.gov. Paper applications are available or 
you may complete the form online: 
 
Paper Application:  This form is available from high school guidance counselors, local 
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colleges, the public library or online at www.fafsa.ed.gov.  
 
Online Application: You may use FAFSA on the Web to complete and submit your financial 
aid application electronically at www.fafsa.ed.gov.    
 
On the FAFSA form, under Block #87-98 list at least one Virginia college or university that you 
are interested in attending to be eligible for state assistance. You are not required to attend a 
Virginia college or university, but you must indicate interest in a state school to be considered 
for state aid. 
 
STEP 2  
Send a complete copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) to the Community Foundation as 
soon as it is received from FAFSA.   
Upon submitting the FAFSA, the Department of Education will process your application and 
send you a Student Aid Report (SAR). They will also send an electronic copy to the schools you 
listed on the FAFSA. The SAR is used by funding agencies to determine your eligibility for 
financial aid.  
 
If you have not received the SAR by the time you submit your application, please provide a copy 
of your most recent tax return or that of your parent or guardian with your completed application. 
This information will be reviewed by the Foundation staff only to assess financial need. Then, 
submit the SAR to the Foundation as soon as you receive it. 
 
Note: Students who do not file a financial aid form with FAFSA and send a copy of the SAR to 
the Community Foundation will not be considered for a scholarship. 
 
STEP 3  

Contact the colleges to which you are applying to see if they require you to complete additional 
financial aid forms. 

Note: Some schools may require additional information to determine if you are available for 
financial aid. Check with the schools to which you have applied and pay close attention to any 
deadlines.  

 
STEP 4 
Fill out the Community Foundation’s scholarship application form and indicate for which 
scholarship(s) you would like to apply.   
 
Be sure to fill out the form completely and include any attachments such as recommendation 
forms.

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Frequently Asked Questions 
 
How much does it cost to apply for a scholarship? 
There is no charge to apply. 
 
Can I apply to more than one scholarship? 
Yes, you may apply to all the funds for which you are eligible and may be selected as a recipient 
of more than one scholarship.  You may also apply for scholarships from other sources.  Check 
with your school guidance counselor. 
 
Do I need to pay scholarship money back?  
Unlike student loans, these are grants that do not need to be repaid. 
 
If I am awarded a scholarship, do I receive the check? 
No, checks are sent directly to your college, university, or post-secondary vocational school after 
July 1st. 
 
If I receive a scholarship one year, will I automatically receive the award the following 
year? 
Not all scholarships are renewable. If the scholarship is renewable, it is your responsibility to 
contact the Foundation if you plan to reapply for scholarship funding the following year. The 
Foundation typically requires an official transcript before considering any renewals. The 
Foundation may also request additional materials to ensure your eligibility.   
 
When will I be notified if I am selected for a scholarship? 
Scholarships recipients will be notified in April and scholarship awards are presented at the 
Foundation’s annual meeting in May.  
 
What do scholarship funds typically cover? 
Typically scholarship funds can be used for tuition, books, fees, and other appropriate 
educational expenses 
 
If I want to send a thank you note, where do I send it? 
The Foundation strongly encourages all scholarship recipients to extend their gratitude to donors 
who generously provide higher education scholarship assistance.  Address a thank you note to
